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Unit Topic: Team Building/Cooperative Games             Lesson Topic: Hoop Scrabble
# of Students: 17 to unlimited     Grade: 2-6
Objectives: 

· Psychomotor: The student will exhibit coordination and teamwork when attempting to hold as many tennis balls as they can, and discover the fastest way to collect all the balls needed to spell  the assigned word
· Cognitive: Students will understand that there is more than one way to accomplish the goal. Students will understand a balance between speed and accuracy.
· Affective: Working as a team, students will consider each other’s opinions and problem solving methods.
Equipment: As many tennis balls or small balls that are available, hula hoops (4-6), index cards for letters

	Instant Activity: Balls Galore (5 min)
Students are split into small groups of 2-3 throughout the gym.  They will be given a large number of tennis balls.  The objective is to have one of the students hold as many tennis balls off the ground as possible. One player is designated the holder and the other two will be “stuffers.” Players man not use clothes of pockets and cannot touch another player or object.  The tennis balls must be held for 10 seconds to qualify.  Students will switch roles after each attempt.

	Must hold tennis balls up for 10 seconds. 
Cannot use your clothes or pockets
	Small groups of 2-3 spread out around gym with own set of tennis balls
	

	Introduction: (2 min)
Hoop Scrabble required each team to spell words assigned by the instructor as quickly as possible be retrieving letters (balls) from the center.

	
	After instant activity is completed collect all tennis balls in center

Keep the same teams and give each a hula hoop as their “base”

	Activity: (19 minutes) 

There is opportunity for creativity with the word spelling

1. Students will begin in small teams of 2-3 with at their hula hoop “base” which is on the perimeter of a large playing surface circle

2. On the command of go the first player on each team will run to the middle of the circle and grab a letter (ball) and return to their base

3. The student will then tag the next player who will go to the middle and grab another letter (ball) and return.  This will continue until the group has the correct letters to spell the instructor chosen word (ie. A five letter word)

4. The group to spell the assigned word first is declared the victor and the game resets with a new word
	“You can only carry one letter at a time”
“What letters do you still need”

“Have you seen all the available letters”
	The teams can only send one player at a time to the middle who can only retrieve one letter (ball)

The team can have no more than the challenged number of letters (balls) in their “base” (5 letter word=max 5 balls)

If all the balls are taken from the middle teams can steal from opposing teams-also one ball at a time
	Were the teams able to spell out the words challenged?

Did some teams take longer than others?

Were all the strategies the same?

	Reflection (5 minutes)
All teams should collect and return the tennis balls and hula hoops to the center and gather in a large circle around the instructor(s)

“Did you think the challenges were hard of easy?”

“Which challenge was harder?”

“How did you arrive at your method to complete the challenge? Was it a group effort?”

“Do you think you could have come up with more ideas or ways to complete each challenge?”

“Did any group have trouble coming up ideas for each challenge? Why?”
