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Question 1: (Single Dimension)

Question 2: (Student Choice)

Decide which type of challenge: Video, Replay, Repetitions, Cognitive challenges, Timing, or Keeping Score you would use to assess the students soccer dribbling skills, and why is this the best skill for the activity?
Question 3: (Scaffolding)


You turn your scope & sequence into your Principal at the beginning of the school year.    He notices that you don’t have a dance unit listed.  He wants you to develop a dance unit to teach to 5th graders.  You are not as skilled in dance as you are in other sports and fear you might have trouble.

· What all would you teach in the unit?

· How could you develop a dance unit to fit 5th graders liking.  You are going to have some boys who won’t like dance. What are some strategies to get the boys to want to dance?
· At the end the of the dance unit, what should the children have mastered. Do you think they are old enough to create and perform an easy dance using simple movements?
